PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 163 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 18. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 134/80.
HEENT: Left upper molar dental caries noted.
NECK: No JVD. Slight lymphadenopathy left side of the neck.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Dental caries.

2. Toradol 60 mg now.

3. Rocephin 1 g now.

4. Amoxil 500 mg t.i.d.

5. Toradol 10 mg, only 15 tablets, one every eight hours for the next three days.

6. Lots of liquid.

7. The patient was told that Toradol can be very dangerous for the kidneys and he needs to be careful. He understands.

8. Already, he has an appointment next week with a dentist.
