NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. There is slight swelling about the right big toe. Positive periungual hematoma noted.

2. Nail trephining attempted, not much blood was collected.

3. Trauma, right great toe.

4. Tuft fracture of the distal phalanx.

5. Dressing applied.

6. Rocephin 1 g now.

7. DT now.

8. Keflex 500 mg four times a day.

9. Come back next week for followup.

10. These were discussed with the patient before leaving.
11. She checks her diabetes test from time-to-time, but she does not check it on regular basis. She has a regular doctor that sees about that. Encouraged her to be more active in checking her blood sugar in case the blood sugar goes up, but she states it has been down since she started exercising; she is a PT teacher and does swimming and has not had any issues with blood sugars.
