Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a telemedicine for Nina with chronic kidney disease.  Does have underlying lymphoma and dementia.  According to caregiver, since the last visit in June no hospital visit.  Participate on exercises.  No reported vomiting, diarrhea or bleeding.  No reported infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  No falls.  Participating on physical therapy.  No reported chest pain.  She walks in the halls not unsteady.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the losartan as the only blood pressure otherwise for her dementia memory medicines, Depakote and Seroquel.
Labs:  The most recent chemistries available are from November; creatinine was 1.38 for a GFR of 38, which is stable that will be a stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Elevated white blood cell count 37,000.  Predominance of lymphocyte non-lymphoma.  Normal platelet count.  Anemia 9.1.  Low MCV 78.  No iron studies were done.  PTH normal.  Reticulocyte at 80,000.  Predominance of Kappa free light chain.  Immunofixation with IgG Kappa.  Protein and creatinine ratio less than 0.2, which is normal.  Urinalyses negative for protein and blood, maybe an infection with bacteria at that time.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or respiratory distress to suggest pulmonary edema.  Does have underlying dementia, anemia secondary to chronic lymphocytic leukemia B-cell type probably splenic marginal zone lymphoma according to Dr. Akkad.  Family has requested not aggressive care, no bone marrow biopsy and agreeable for EPO.  Other chemistries associated to kidneys are stable.  We will see her back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
