CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left-sided sharp chest pain, followup for abnormal EKG, acid reflux, poor vision, and followup after colonoscopy.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has sharp left-sided chest pain and it is not associated with any palpitation or sweating and then the patient has EKG done which showed abnormality with history of possible ischemia. The patient is referred to cardiologist.

The patient is complaining of acid reflux on and off whenever she has spicy foods. The patient never threw up or noticed any changes in the bowel habits or stool color. The patient was seen by gastroenterologist and she had a colonoscopy, which showed sigmoid polyps. She has a followup appointment with gastroenterologist.
The patient has poor vision both eyes without any double vision.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, shortness of breath, cough, fever, chills, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on lisinopril 5 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient also started on omeprazole 40 mg one tablet on empty stomach once a day along with bland diet.
The patient has a history of constipation. She is on Colace 100 mg once a day as needed along with high fiber diet.

The patient is also on folic acid 1 mg one tablet a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her daughter. She currently does not work. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals normal conjunctivae of both eyes.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

Chest wall examination reveals no significant tenderness or lymphadenopathy.
ABDOMEN: Soft. There is no significant tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
