CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 73-year-old male seen preoperatively.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 73-year-old male with history of hypertension who was found to have glaucoma with an intraocular pressure of 48. He stated that he is now blind in his right eye. He is anticipated to have surgery of the left eye and is seen preoperatively. He denies any symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Rotator cuff tear, right.

2. Tonsillectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Flexeril 5 mg daily, amlodipine 5 mg daily, losartan 50 mg daily, and Alka-Seltzer p.r.n..

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and nephew both with blindness.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes cigarette use as well as alcohol use, but denies drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: Unremarkable.

Neck: He has stiffness.

Cardiac: Rare chest discomfort.

Musculoskeletal: As noted, he has neck stiffness.

Neurologic: Occasional vertigo.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 138/75, repeat blood pressure 142/76, pulse 86, respiratory rate 15, height 64”, and weight 168.8 pounds.

Skin: There is development of keloid formations on the anterior-superior chest wall. Otherwise unremarkable.

Musculoskeletal: Normal examination.
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IMPRESSION: This is a 73-year-old male with history of hypertension who was found to have glaucoma with elevated intraocular pressures of 48. The patient has history of hypertension as noted. The patient is scheduled for surgery of the left eye. He is noted to be chest pain free, have normal exercise tolerance. He is therefore cleared for his procedure.
