PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Right foot, surface there is a sub centimeter well circumscribe non-blanching macule. No erythema. No fluctuance. No discharge or bleeding. He has full range of motion of ankles and digits.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles.
ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.
