She has increased confusion. Her KPS is 40%. There has been no particular reason for the weight loss, but she has lost the ability to assimilate. Her son Pedro is her primary caregiver. The patient is total ADL dependent. No longer able to ambulate, bedbound and has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient requires position changes every two hours to reduce the pressure on the bony areas and to reduce the chance of developing decubitus ulcer. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
