PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation and tonsillectomy.
MEDICATIONS: She takes doxycycline that was given to her by the dermatologist for her rosacea.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She is married. She has been pregnant three times. Last period was 11/02/2024. She works for UPS.

FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, coronary artery disease, stroke, and PVD.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She is very active. She states sometimes she gets leg pain after work maybe because of sweating, but she is also concerned that she might have peripheral vascular disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 123 pounds. She has lost about 5 or 6 pounds because she works with UPS. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 20. Pulse 74. Blood pressure 107/60.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. As far as the abdominal pain is concerned, most likely gastritis, may try over-the-counter medication. If not any better, we will do H. pylori.

2. No evidence of gallstones.

3. No fatty liver.

4. Kidneys are normal.

5. Uterine fibroid small 2.5 cm.

6. Leg pain and arm pain multifactorial.

7. No sign of DVT.

8. No sign of PVD.

9. Echocardiogram is totally within normal limits in face of palpitation.

10. Minimal carotid stenosis related to calcification with family history of stroke.

11. Findings discussed with the patient.

12. SHE MUST QUIT SMOKING.

13. History of urinary tract infection. Her kidneys looked within normal limits.

14. Bladder shows no evidence of tumors or masses.

15. We will see the patient in three months.

16. Blood work obtained fasting. We will call the patient with the results as soon as available.
