The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Davis is a 47-year-old single Caucasian male who has been diagnosed schizophrenia, chronic paranoid type. The patient has been having a lot of difficulty with the lab. This is the third time. Last Monday, he went for haircut and this day while he was driving police chased him and he ran towards the home and as he reached home, his window was burst and he was arrested and put in jail for four days. He has to go to the court next Thursday. This is the third time he was charged for flying and looting. He indicated that he has seen by two judges and his case is through the Circuit Court. One of the case sheet was dropped, but two cases are still going on. I further explained that he has to be careful. He must be doing something wrong, which might be causing problem. He indicated he has an old car, but does not do anything else. He was alert and oriented during the course of communication. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has been taking fluphenazine 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day, also on Zyprexa 20 mg daily. He denies any side effect of the medication. There was no TD or EPS or any involuntary movement. Further discussed with the patient that I would like to see him in my office during next appointment as most of the evaluation was done on audio call and he is not even coming on video. I further discussed that he can come with his mother and father and I can discuss more about his situation to which he has agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia, chronic paranoid.

PLAN: Compliant with the medication. Recently arrested for legal problem. The patient described that he has his own attorney and will help him during the court hearing. A 30‑day supply ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
