Dear Angela:

This is a followup for Mr. Leonard who has obstructive uropathy, advanced renal failure, back ground diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  Recently treated for gross hematuria, urinary tract infection, and antibiotics with fosfomycin a dose every three days for three doses.  Has a suprapubic catheter.  Good volume.  Bleeding resolved.  Presently no fever.  No nausea or vomiting.  No abdominal or back pain.  Weight and appetite are stable.  Minor diarrhea since antibiotics, otherwise no bleeding.  No major dyspnea, chest pain, orthopnea, PND, or oxygen.  Uses a walker.  Some problems of insomnia, neuropathy, and restless legs.  Review of system negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I will highlight memory medications Lokelma three days a week for high potassium, Bumex, and amlodipine.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 161 pounds and blood pressure 146/62.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  I do not hear localized rales.  No respiratory distress.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal tenderness.  No peritonitis.  No major edema.  Normal speech, pleasant but underlying dementia.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 2.61, which is baseline for many years representing a GFR of 22 stage IV.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Elevated PTH 196.  Anemia 10.1.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.

2. Obstructive uropathy, suprapubic catheter, recent UTI and gross hematuria improved.  No sepsis.

3. Blood pressure well controlled.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism, presently no treatment.

5. Continue present blood pressure medications.  There has been no need to change diet for phosphorus or phosphorus binders.

6. For high potassium on diet and potassium binding medication.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Anemia, no EPO treatment.  Check iron levels in the future.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
