Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup for Mr. Gager with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and diabetes.  Last visit April.  Problems of depression and chronic dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Chronic claudication clinically stable.  No ulcers.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No orthopnea or PND.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  Diabetes cholesterol management, blood pressure HCTZ, and metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 284 pounds.  He is a tall large obese person.  Blood pressure 144/62.  Lungs are clear.  Minor JVD.  Premature beats.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites.  Minimal edema.

Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 1.3, which is baseline.  Present GFR upper 50s stage III.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, and PTH normal.  No anemia.  Low level of albumin in the urine 63 mg/g.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  Background of diabetes, hypertension, and cholesterol.  Low level of albumin in the urine, not on ACE inhibitors or ARBs.  Chronic atrial fibrillation.  Prior ligation of atrial appendage.  No anticoagulation.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for vitamin D125.  Present potassium, acid base, and nutrition stable.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
