ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3. No acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Right ear is within normal limits. Left ear with mild erythema noted at the distal portion of the ear canal and moderate amount of cerumen noted. No tympanic membrane bulging. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. Throat: No erythema. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Left ear abrasion, otitis externa, abrasion and cough.
PLAN: Advised the patient on how to properly clean his ears as well as not to use AirPods for an extended amount of time. Also, we will provide Bromfed for the cough. The patient is advised to follow up as needed.
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
