PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress.
HEENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple without masses.
RESPIRATORY: Lungs are clear to auscultation and percussion.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Heart with regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Mild tenderness, bilateral lower quadrants and guarding. No rigidity noted. No rebound.
BACK: Within normal limits.
