The patients’ today’s visit was based on time. An hour was spent with the patient to go over the patient’s MRI, plan of action as well as fill out his FMLA papers.
Michael is a 55-year-old gentleman comes in with severe neck pain, headache, left shoulder pain, and left arm pain.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. MRI tells the story as far as the cause of his pain is concerned. He has severe spinal stenosis and radiculopathy and neuropathy.
2. The patient deserves an injection ASAP, also may need to have laminectomy. For this reason, he was referred to Dr. ______ which Blanca has made possible with an earliest appointment.
3. He does have diabetes. He is supposed to take glyburide 2.5 mg, but he has not been taking it, but he states he has not been eating very much. He is very noncompliant especially with his diabetes.

4. He is taking the tramadol as needed for pain, Celebrex twice a day, but he is not taking his Lyrica. I told him the Lyrica would help him tremendously. He is not supposed to drive. I gave him two months off from his work. I filled out his FMLA papers and told him not to drive, not to work and not to do anything except take care of himself.

5. History of hyperthyroidism. He was referred to endocrinologist. He never went to see one. He was on methimazole, but he quit taking that.

6. He does not want to do any blood test at this time.

7. I told him that we have to be concerned about thyroid storm in face of thyroid disease and high free T3 and free T4, but he does not want to talk about that and do anything about that till it is time for his surgery.

8. Findings discussed with the patient at length.

9. I gave him a chance to ask questions, went over things at least three times before he left my office; hence the reason for the prolonged visit.
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
