Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Williams comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he has had poor vision with his right eye “for my entire life”. However, he states that approximately nine years ago vision got worse on the right side. He states that he functioned well with the vision from the left eye until approximately two years ago when that began to worsen. He has a history of working as a security guard, but stopped in 2017 for non-medical reasons. At this point, he states that he has trouble functioning when he has pain although the pain is not in his eyes. He denies eye trauma and eye surgery. He states that he uses lubricating drops over-the-counter on occasion. He states that he has a cyst on the back of his head.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/400 on the right and 20/70 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –7.00 –3.25 x 015 on the right and –0.50 –0.50 x 170 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.50 measures 20/400 on the right and 20/70 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small right-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 17 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear and quiet. The fundus examination shows a large posterior staphyloma on the right side only, which extends into the macula. The fundus is unremarkable on the left side. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type test without correction and with good reliability utilizing a III4e perimeter shows 19 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 86 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Myopia.
2. Amblyopia.
Mr. Williams has clinical findings that support the level of visual acuity and visual field as measured on the right side. However, the examination does not support the visual acuity measurements on the left side. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to function as a monocular individual with the use of the left eye. He can read moderate size print, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. It is not clear if he can read small print nor if he can distinguish between small objects. The prognosis for the right eye is poor. The prognosis for the left eye is good.
