Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Washington comes in to the Westland Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working at Henry Ford Motors and states that he had to stop approximately one year ago because he had a heart attack. He was diagnosed with glaucoma when he was approximately 21 years old and carries a diagnosis of juvenile glaucoma. He has had surgery in both eyes and uses several eye drops. Currently, he takes brimonidine, latanoprost, and Combigan drops on the right side only. There is a history of central retinal vein occlusion on the left side in December 2019 and he underwent laser treatment on that side at that time. He has a history of hypertension. He states that the vision is “blotchy and blurry and fuzzy” and claims that this makes it difficult for him to function. He states he cannot read small print nor distinguish between small objects and that he has trouble avoiding hazards in his environment.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on the right and 20/70 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 –0.50 x 089 on the right and –0.50 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/25 on each side at 16 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 10 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral blebs, superiorly, with associated Xen stents in good position. The corneas are clear. There are posterior chamber lens implants in good position on both sides. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.95 on both sides. There are scattered areas of scarring throughout the periphery on the left side only. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 55 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 8 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma.
2. Pseudophakia.
3. Retinal vein occlusion, left eye, stable.

Mr. Washington has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of glaucoma, bilateral eye surgery, and vein occlusion on the left side. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment.
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His prognosis is guarded related to his level of glaucoma although he has preserved relatively good central vision on both sides and good peripheral vision on the right side and his eye pressures seem adequate to the extent that he has a good chance to remain stable for many years.
