Thank you for this referral.

This 62-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She does not communicate and today she keeps crying. 

PAST MEDICAL / SURGICAL HISTORY: History of cerebral palsy, history of intellectual disability profound from microcephaly and history of seizure disorder.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in wheelchair, keeps crying.
HEENT: Unremarkable.
Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Feeding G-tube.
Extremities: Muscle wasting.

LABS: Her labs showed WBC 7.6, hemoglobin 14.6, hematocrit 46.2, platelet 306000 on peripheral smear. She had 0.3% nucleated RBC.

DIAGNOSES: Nucleated RBC, on peripheral smear and mild erythrocytosis.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Most likely this is probably from reactive bone marrow possible from a recent subclinical viral illness or could be from medication. However at this point, it is very mild and I do no suspect any underlying significant bone marrow abnormality.

So, we should repeat CBC in two months and we will see her thereafter.
