Dear Ashton:
I am responding to your request per a narrative regarding my relationship with Dr. John Halberdier. Dr. Halberdier works at Dr. De La Flor-Weiss’ Urgent Care in Cleveland, Texas. He works three days a week. I provide ultrasound for the clinic, but I do help Dr. Halberdier with sometimes writing prescription and having him sign it or ordering CT scan at the hospital or calling the hospital to get results or answering the phone or doing anything I can to help him to make sure that the clinic runs smoothly and, because of my previous experience as a physician, Dr. De La Flor-Weiss, the owner, is happy to have me here to provide the services to the clinic. If Dr. Halberdier asks for an x-ray, if I am around and not doing ultrasounds, I sometimes write the order; for example, a CT of abdomen and pelvis and have him sign it and give it to the patient with instruction as how to get that done at the best price, least amount of co-pays and such and where to go to get it done since he would not have to waste his time doing so. I sometimes call the emergency room and let them know that I am calling on behalf of Dr. Halberdier and we are sending a patient there to be evaluated for abdominal pain. I also call the emergency room – hospital to get reports for Dr. Halberdier and other providers here in the clinic.

As far as the patient in this case is me, as I explained to Jim, I was there to get a CT of my abdomen and pelvis because I was having severe pain and I am on my way to do a 7k run in Denver, Colorado and, even though the CT scan order was in my chart in Cleveland, this was in The Woodlands closer to my home and where I take the checks every Friday and I wanted to get a CT quickly, so I signed Dr. Halberdier’s name on the prescription pad and ordered the CT at that time for myself because I simply did not have the prescription with me and that was in my chart and that was included in the papers that I sent you.
As far as other cases, I believe the hospital just decided to get every case that Dr. Halberdier has had at the hospital or maybe the prescription was written by me and not his handwriting and that is why they chose those patients and they reported those to the board that is my thought, but I think I can be more of a help to you if we talk in person anytime you have the time.
