This is a _______ -year-old woman with history of Alzheimer's dementia. The patient has bowel and bladder incontinence. She has decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient’s care was discussed with Rosalyn. Rosalyn is very frustrated with her mother, she states that she is becoming very difficult to handle, she has attacked her with a plastic fork a few times and she has tried to slap her; this despite being on medication to control her behavior.
The patient’s daughter, Rosalyn, has been reading about endstage Alzheimer's dementia and tells me that her mother is in the final stages from which she has been researching, associated with weight loss. She also has a history of stroke, left-sided weakness, diabetes, and diabetic neuropathy. She has had numerous urinary tract infections and both Rosalyn and her sister, Hilda, recognized that as signs of demise and the patient being close to death. The patient has severe sundowner syndrome associated with agitation which is definitely getting worse. The patient requires trazodone for sleep which is doing okay job along with other medication. She continues to be ADL dependent. KPS score is 40%. Bowel and bladder incontinent. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
