Rita Spencer was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Peripheral neuropathy.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. Coronary artery disease.

5. Kidney stones.

Current Medications: Lantus 15-20 units daily, Eliquis, levothyroxine 0.075 mg daily, gabapentin 300 mg daily, and metoprolol 100 mg daily.

On this visit, there were problems with kidney stones and bleeding after lithotripsy. She also had a tricuspid valve replacement for regurgitation and she is on continuous glucose monitor.

Her overall blood sugar appears to be in a satisfactory range at this time.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/70, weight 154 pounds, and BMI is 30. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, neuropathy, hypothyroidism, and coronary artery disease.

I have increased the gabapentin to 600 mg at bedtime while continuing her current medications.

Followup visit in due course.
