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Rebecca Barnes continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Peripheral neuropathy.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

4. Nephropathy.

5. Small goiter.

6. Hypothyroidism.

7. History of renal calculus.

On this visit, there were no major changes in symptoms. Her blood sugars continued to fluctuates as she is now on an Ilet insulin pump.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

Current Medications: Insulin via the pump, levothyroxine 0.05 mg daily, and lisinopril 5 mg daily.

On examination, blood pressure 118/60, weight 139 pounds, and BMI is 22. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Lab Study: Hemoglobin A1c is 7%, LDL 100, HDL 89, TSH 4.21, and urine microalbumin normal.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control and no major changes from previously. Other diagnosis as mentioned above.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue the current program. Followup visit in January 2025.
