PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Proliferative retinopathy.

4. Ilet pump therapy with Dexcom.

Current Medications: Insulin via the pump, lisinopril/HCTZ 40/25 mg daily, and simvastatin 10 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints and his blood sugar control was reasonable good with no episodes of hypoglycemia.

He has been adjusting to the new Ilet pump therapy.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 116/72, weight 209 pounds, and BMI is 32.8. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7% satisfactory.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, insulin pump therapy and proliferative retinopathy.

Dexcom was downloaded and review in detail and adjustments made to his insulin pump.
