CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that back pain started four days ago when he was standing and walking along the golf course. The pain level is 5 or 6 and it is worse upon exertion. The patient has a history of radiculopathy and he sometimes has pain radiating to the lower extremities.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight loss or weight gain, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, numbness or tingling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals soft tissue tenderness of the lumbar spine and lumbar forward flexion is painful at 45 degrees. The patient is able to ambulate and pain is worse upon exertion.
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
