


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: The patient requests to be seen.

HPI: An 85-year-old gentleman seen in room. The patient is nonambulatory, uses a wheelchair. When seen 11/13/2024, he has multiple lesions on his face which appear to be basal cell carcinoma and a large one on the lobe of his right ear. He picks the different ones and he states they bleed, but then they seem to get smaller and then they grow back. I told him that he needed to leave them alone because risk of infection was high. I asked the patient if he wanted to see a dermatologist and have the skin cancers treated and he states that it was okay for right now. So he did not want to see anyone. The patient also had UA done on 11/11/2024. It returned positive for Enterococcus faecalis and sensitive to ampicillin and vancomycin only. Two-day trial of oral vancomycin was done. He had diarrhea very quickly and so after two days that was discontinued. I spoke with his previous urologist in another city and the decision to treat with amoxicillin elixir which can be given through his PEG. Pharmacy was contacted and they gave the appropriate dosage for the patient’s weight. The diarrhea stopped on Tuesday 11/19/2024 which was shortly after the discontinuation of vancomycin. He feels much better. He is NPO, so we are having to give him increased fluid per PEG and I am having a BMP checked to see if we need to replace potassium, etc. The patient is in good spirits and thanked me for calling his old urologist.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UA positive for Enterococcus faecalis, now on amoxicillin elixir three times daily for 10 days and the patient’s diarrhea has ceased.
2. Skin cancers. Not able to reach daughter regarding any treatment that they would want to seek for the skin lesions, in particular the one on his right earlobe. Again, the patient does not seem concerned about it, but would like to have POA engaged with this decision. 
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
