The patient with presentation with cough, sinus pressure, chills, and flu for three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has had coronary artery disease, with cardiac arrest on the table with five-vessel bypass a few years ago, now under the care of a cardiologist, taking the medications per cardiologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

LAB AND X-RAY: The patient had routine testing with negative results.

DIAGNOSIS: The patient was diagnosed with influenza without treatment.
PLAN: Referred to Kelsey-Seybold for routine care and cardiologist. Note that the patient states he had near-death experience and resuscitated for 20 minutes. He states he saw father and dog, did not ask him to elaborate more on his experience.
