CLINIC VISIT NOTE

COX, WILLARD

The patient presents with history of blood coming out of his mouth at bedtime for three days and minor cough. He states he noticed some blood in the phlegm yesterday.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has past history of also hypertensive cardiovascular disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Daughter is a dentist in town.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states he had a CAT scan in Kingwood Hospital several months ago, been seen by urologist with history of TURP without definite history of prostate cancer, but with additional evaluation apparently.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

PLAN: Because of hemoptysis, chest x-ray was obtained, shows a diffuse mass in the left lower lung compatible with possible cancer. Because of findings of mass in his left chest and hemoptysis, the patient was scheduled for a CAT scan, Cleveland Emergency Hospital to get today for further evaluation of chest mass. Follow up with pulmonary doctor when he can find one as well as urologist in Kingwood.
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
