HISTORY: This is a 49-year-old gentleman here with itchy rash on his trunk and neck. The patient said he noticed lesion therefore but a week or so and has been using over the counter medication with no improvement. He denies changes in soap, lotion, foods, new medications, and pets.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports pruritus said the lesion itches.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 165/101.

Pulse is 76.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.3.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.
SKIN: Hypopigmented scaly macules discretely distributed on his truck and neck. No fissures. No excoriation. No burrows. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Tinea versicolor.

2. Pruritus.
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PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications: Ketoconazole 2% topical cream he apply b.i.d. for 14 days. The patient will return in 14 days for reevaluation. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
