LABS: Reviewed.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Status post hospitalization for AKI with CKD stage III.

2. Mantle cell lymphoma.
3. Status post UTI, rhabdomyolysis.

PLAN: Continue medications on MAR. Medically stable. Check labs in due time. Physical therapy.
