FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on MiraLax. She is on tramadol, amlodipine, Colace, levothyroxine, rosuvastatin, cilostazol, and aspirin.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Five-point review of system is negative other than what is mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/74, temperature 97, pulse 72, weight 151 pounds, respirations 18, and blood sugar 151. HEENT: Benign. Neck: No JVP. Lungs: CTAB anteriorly. Cardiac: RR. Normal S1 and S2. No S3 or S4. Abdomen: Benign. GU: Deferred. Extremities: No edema. Neuro: Grossly nonfocal. No suspicious lesions.

LABS: Reviewed.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. CKD stage V, now on hemodialysis.

2. Hypertension.

3. Type II diabetes.

4. Advanced age.

PLAN: Continue hemodialysis. Continue physical therapy. Labs p.r.n. Recommended vaccine. Clinically stable otherwise. Continue medications on MAR.
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
