This is an 82-year-old woman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. Her main caretaker is Carletta, her daughter. At first glance, Ms. Goree appears quite thin. Carletta tells me she has lost at least 5 pounds in the past month or so. They lost her house during the recent hurricane. They moved to a hotel and that has been very, very difficult for Ms. Goree given her confusion and her senile dementia. She has a KPS score of 40%. Her FAST score is 6C. The patient does wear a diaper. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. Her O2 saturation is right at 88% today. She has trouble walking. She is very confused. She has very little appetite. Her daughter states that she eats like a bird. She requires help with all ADL. She complains of pain in her legs. She has been taking Tylenol for her pain; a better pain medication needs to be administered. We will share this note with the hospice medical director who will take care of her pain issues.

Her weight loss is unavoidable given her diagnosis and so is the decreased appetite, change in her mentation, forgetfulness, and now issues with worsening sundowner syndrome since they moved to their hotel. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
