HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 71-year-old gentleman originally from Louisiana, lives in Houston now, moved here in 1973. He has worked as security. He is widowed. He has one daughter and many grandkids.

He has had a blood clot in his right leg and has had some sort of surgery to put a graft in, what sounds like a fem-pop graft on the right side. He suffers from chronic pain, takes tramadol 50 mg for pain.
The patient is alert, awake, is able to drive himself to the doctor’s office. He is bowel and bladder continent. He has no need for ADL. He lives alone and has a family member that lives with him from time-to-time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Other medical issues include hypertension, hyperlipidemia, peripheral vascular disease severe.
MEDICATIONS: Tramadol 50 mg p.r.n. for pain, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg a day, Flonase inhaler, vitamins, hydralazine 25 mg t.i.d., Lipitor 20 mg a day, lisinopril 40 mg a day, Plavix 75 mg a day, baclofen 10 mg t.i.d., Lyrica 150 mg b.i.d., Norvasc 5 mg a day, vitamin D and aspirin.
ALLERGIES: He has no allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Yes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient does smoke, does not drink alcohol.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of stroke. Mother died of pneumonia.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/70. Pulse 80. O2 sat 100%. Respirations 18.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Decreased pulses in lower extremity.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 71-year-old gentleman with hypertension, peripheral vascular disease, history of DVT, and history of fem-pop right side with significant calcifications requiring a fem-pop. The patient’s blood pressure is controlled with the current medication, appears to be independent and doing well with his current medication at this time. The patient does not have any need for palliative and/or end-of-life care at this time neither a need for provider services because he is able to take care of himself.
