Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. McDaniel comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He is self-employed and states that he buys and sells automobiles. He claims that he has poor vision which makes it difficult for him to perform his work-related activities. He has a history of diabetic retinopathy and has received injections to both eyes with Dr. Cutler. The records with Dr. Cutler show a visual acuity of 20/50 on each side when examined on June 25, 2024.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/50 on the right and 20/100 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.25 –0.75 x 031 on the right and –0.50 –1.25 x 010 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/50 on the right and 20/200 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 19 on the right and 20 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows scattered bilateral dot-blot hemorrhages with macular edema on both sides. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 110 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 80 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Diabetic retinopathy.
2. Myopia.
Mr. McDaniel has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. However, he can read moderate size print, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is guarded as diabetic retinopathy is a serious and progressive disease. However, he is receiving appropriate treatment and he does have a chance for improved vision.
