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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1965, the patient was in Fort Len Wood.  It was in Missouri.  The patient was in heavy equipment school.  The patient tells me that he was working with a cable.  The clam shell broke off the cable.  The cable fell and hit the back of his head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for about 5 to 10 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient had significant memory deficit.  The patient remained confused, for the whole day.  The patient also had severe headache for the whole day.  The patient was taken to the hospital.  However, he tells me nothing was done at that time.
Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficits.  The patient is not able to remember as well as he did before the injury.  The patient has constant headaches since the injury.  The patient tells me that he had a band-like distribution all the time.  The patient also has confusion and disorientation.  The patient is not able to focus.  The patient also feels dizziness a lot.
The patient currently owns a restaurant.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty with his memory.  The patient is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient has difficulty remembering financial statements.  The patient has difficulty with calculation.  The patient also has significant headaches.  His headaches are affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The patient also oftentimes feels dizzy at work.  The patient is not able to focus at work because of his symptoms.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had a heavy equipment cable, fell and hit his head.  It resulted in immediate loss of consciousness for about 5 to 10 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe headache, confusion and disorientation.  He also had significant dizziness and lightheadedness.  The patient tells me that he has severe head pain and confusion for the rest of the day.  The patient was taken to the hospital.  The patient tells me that since the event, the patient has chronic headaches.  He has significant difficulty with memory.  His memory has become very poor.  The patient is not able to focus at work.  It is my opinion that the loss of consciousness resulted from the cable hitting his head, followed by loss of consciousness, confusion and disorientation, frequent headaches, and cognitive deficits, these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
