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The patient tells me that the patient has a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that she was in Germany in 1993.  The patient tells me that she fell off a tank.  She tells me that as she fell off a tank, the patient hit the head onto the ground.  The patient tells me that it was a severe impact.  The patient tells me that she had loss of consciousness.  She lost the consciousness for about 2 minutes.  When she woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had a lot of severe headache.  At that time, the patient was evaluated for the spine.  The patient tells me that she was not evaluated for the head injury at that time.  The patient had severe head pain for many days after that.
The patient tells me that she was diagnosed of a brain aneurysm in 2018.  The patient has a rupture of aneurysm.  She believes that her aneurysm has resulted from the head injury.
The patient currently has short-term memory deficits.  The patient has poor balance.  The patient has had pain a lot.  The patient has headaches.  The patient has exhaustion.  The patient tells me that she has got mental health problems.  The patient gets angry very easily.  The patient has significant decrease in concentration at work.
The patient tells me that she is currently disabled.  She is not working.
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
