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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was on June 27, 2022.  The patient was in Camp Pendleton.  The patient was a passenger in the front in a motor vehicle.  The patient tells me that he was riding in the front in a military transport truck.  It was going at 40 to 45 miles an hour, it was going downhill.  The patient was in a convoy.  There were four trucks in the convoy.  The patient was in the third truck.  The patient tells me the first truck stopped abruptly.  The fourth truck rear-ended into his truck.  The patient got rear-ended.  The patient immediately hit the front of the head into the windshield.  The patient tells me he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me he was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had confusion, disorientation and lightheadedness.  The patient had significant headache for the rest of the day.  The patient was evaluated by a CT scan.  The patient was seen by medical staff.  The patient was told that he had a head injury.
Since the event, the patient has severe headache.  The patient has headache almost every day.  As a matter of fact, the patient has constant headache for six months after the injury.  Since the event, the patient has headaches a lot.  The patient would have headaches on a daily basis.  The patient has spacing out episodes.  The patient would get confused and disoriented.  The patient has slurring of his speech.  The patient is stuttering.  The patient has mood swings.  The patient has trouble sleeping.  The patient has insomnia.  The patient also has sensitivity to light.
The patient is currently unemployed.  The patient used to be infantry for the Army.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient was in a military transport truck.  The patient was sitting in front as a passenger.  His truck was rear-ended by another truck in the back.  The patient immediately hit forward, and hit the head against the windshield.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe headache.  The patient also had cognitive deficits and memory loss.  Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient also has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has sensitivity to light.  The patient has word-finding difficulties.  The patient is stuttering and slurring in the speech.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic injury because of the loss of consciousness after motor vehicle accident, in which he hit the head against a windshield.  The patient now has significant headaches, insomnia symptoms, word-finding difficulties, these all are common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
