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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he had head injury, in September 2002, during service training.  The patient was in rescue training.  The patient tells me that he was involved in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient tells me that the patient was the front passenger on the right front.  The patient tells me that during the motor vehicle accident, the patient hit into the windshield.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, the patient required stitches on the scalp.
The patient tells me that he was stationed in 2003 in Afghanistan and also in 2008 in Iraq.  During those deployments, the patient tells me that he had constant mortar explosions near him.  The patient tells me that there were mortar explosions all the time.  The patient denies any direct injury.  Denies any direct impact to the head.  The patient tells me that there is no loss of consciousness.
In between 2010 and 2014, the patient was stationed in Fort Bragg.  The patient tells me that he had many parachuting exercises and training.  There are many times that he hit and land on the ground and hit the back of the head as he was landing.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, today, the patient tells me that it happened several times.  The patient would have confusion and disorientation with the each hitting of the head.
The patient tells me that he currently has headaches all the time.  The patient tells me that he has migraine headaches.  The patient also becomes very irritable and angry easily.  The patient has low motivation.  The patient tells me that he has hand shaking and twitching.  The patient tells me that he also stutters when he talks.
The patient is currently retired.  The patient was retired in July 2024, from the Army.  The patient used to be in a psychological operation office work.  The patient tells me that his headaches are significant affecting him concentrate at work.  The patient also tells me that he gets very irritable and very easily angered at work.  The patient has significant difficulty to work with other people at work because of his anger issues.
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
