Dear Terry:

This is a followup for Mrs. Krapohl with diabetic nephropathy, proteinuria, and preserved kidney function.  Last visit in February.  She was concerned about some of the new blood test results.  She did have joint procedure at Chicago, Dr. Berger, without any side effects.  No complications.  Altogether, bilateral hip replacement and knee replacement.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the lisinopril, cholesterol treatment, tolerating Jardiance, and Mounjaro.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 108/70 and weight down 132 pounds; previously 138 pounds.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  No change of physical condition.

Labs:  The most recent chemistries through McLaren and this is from just few days ago.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal kidney function.  GFR better than 60.  Normal albumin, calcium, and phosphorus.  Protein-to-creatinine ratio at 0.3; back in January 0.5.

Assessment and Plan:  Likely, diabetic nephropathy with low-level proteinuria and preserved kidney function.  Tolerating lisinopril.  Blood pressure on the low side, but not symptomatic.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Diabetes has been well controlled.  Normal thyroid.  Prior stable anemia.  Avoiding antiinflammatory agents; isolated one dose here and there, I will not oppose.  Minor increase of transaminases, needs to follow with you or gastroenterology.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  I will see her back in the next six to nine months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
