Dear Annu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Seeley with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit a year ago. Underwent laminectomy, Dr. Adams, Midland.  No complications.  Completed physical therapy.  Hard of hearing and stable dyspnea.  No reported vomiting, dysphagia, abdominal pain, diarrhea or bleeding.  No reported changes in urination, cloudiness or blood or infection.  No chest pain, palpitation, or syncope.  No orthopnea or PND.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc, HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 110s to 120s.  Today, weight 144 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 141/89.  I checked 130/80 on the left.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs: Distant, clear. No pericardial rub.  No gross arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from November, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline. Anemia 11.7.  Normal electrolyte acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable over time.  No progression.  No symptoms of uremia encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  There is anemia, but no EPO treatment.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal potassium acid base, nutrition, and calcium.  No complications of laminectomy.  Come back in 6 to 9 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
