Dear Dr. Powers:

This is a followup for Geraldine with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in May. Admitted to the hospital with dizziness, appears to have a component of positional vertigo.  Denies headaches, nausea, or vomiting.  Denies double vision.  Denies focal upper or lower extremity weakness or numbness.  To see neurology, Dr. Shaik, on December 10, 2024.  MRI of the brain shows calcified meningioma on the left frontal area.  There was a small old bleeding on the cerebellar area and abnormalities with bilateral vertebral artery stenosis.  Other review of systems right now is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  On Lasix, Coreg, insulin, aspirin. Not on cholesterol treatment.  Does take fenofibrate.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 243 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 153/75.  Alert and oriented x 3.  Family member present.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No arrhythmia.  No gross carotid bruits.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No major edema or focal deficit.  No nystagmus.
I reviewed with the patient the hospital imaging and blood tests as well as discharge summary.
Labs:  The most recent chemistries are from August.  At that time, creatinine 1.47, which is baseline or improved.  GFR 35 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolyte acid base and calcium.  Glucose in the lower 100s.  Mild anemia 12.6.  At that time, there was low platelet count; no prior history of that.  Normal white blood cells.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease stage III, likely diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No proteinuria.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  No potassium acid base abnormalities.  Back in May, normal phosphorus.  Diabetes has been well controlled, less than 7.  No documented kidney obstruction or urinary retention.  New neurological events as indicated above.  Renal standpoint stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
