Thank you for this referral.

This patient is seen today for evaluation. He was found to have nucleated red cells on his peripheral smear recently.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has autism. He also has mild intellectual disability, history of recent nucleated red cells on the peripheral smear.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 30-year-old well built male.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: WBC 6.3, hemoglobin 13.4, hematocrit 30.0, platelet 181, MPV slightly elevated at 11.3, neutrophil count 52.3, and immature cells in WBC 0.01%.

DIAGNOSIS: History of nucleated cells on the peripheral smear.
RECOMMENDATIONS: This might be most likely reactive sometimes it happens from recent viral illness, which could be subclinical.

Please redo the CBC in two weeks and will see the patient thereafter.
