REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, and in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Peripheral neuropathy.
2. The patient is requesting Strattera
3. History of ADHD.
PLAN: The patient had a lengthy discussion about his complaints. We talk about his complaints so vague and difficult to address his needs medically. He was advised and will be sent to be evaluated by psychologists as this person can prescribe him appropriate medication including Strattera if indicated. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
