HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Starghill is a 64-year-old gentleman from Houston, grew up in Freedom Town in Houston, Texas. He was a construction worker, then he worked for River Oak Dodge as a truck driver. He lives with himself. He has four children. He is not married. His son is the one that brings him food and takes care of him pretty much. He was diagnosed with bladder cancer in 2020. He had chemo and radiation then; they created another bladder for him and he is doing fine. He has no catheter. He is undergoing evaluation on every three-to-six month basis. Then, earlier this year, he came down with lung cancer. The patient has had chemo and radiation. The tumor was 1.8 cm. The lung doctor wanted to do the surgery, but they felt like his lungs ______ not able to handle that. He has a heavy smoking history, but he has not smoked for 20 years. He does not drink alcohol either at this time.
His PET scan is scheduled next week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Lung cancer, psychiatric issues. No diabetes. No high blood pressure.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bladder cancer.
MEDICATIONS: Invega 9 mg a day, Cogentin 1 mg a day, Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d., Abilify 30 mg a day, Zoloft 100 mg a day, Promethazine with Codeine syrup, albuterol inhaler, hydrocodone 10/325 mg and Trelegy inhaler.
FAMILY HISTORY: Extensive history of cancer; mother, sisters with lung cancer and two sisters with breast cancer. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has lost 15 pounds. He is not able to drive. He requires help with ADL. He has been evaluated by the State for provider services. He has had some nausea, some vomiting, some stomatitis related to his cancer and his radiation therapy. He has had weight loss. No bowel or bladder incontinence. He is able to ambulate pretty well inside the house by himself.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 94%. Pulse 85. Blood pressure 148/80. Afebrile.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema, but muscle wasting.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. A 64-year-old gentleman with history of bladder cancer in 2020, history of lung cancer in 2024, just finished his chemo and radiation therapy. He is in need of provider services to help with ADL. He is bowel and bladder continent. He is not able to drive. His son is the one that buys him his food and such. He is still under the care of a specialist regarding his lung cancer and he is being evaluated with a PET scan next week. We will await the results of the PET scan before any palliative or further help can provided for him at home.
