This is a 60-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient was seen for face-to-face today. The patient is also having issues with abdominal pain epigastric, nausea and vomiting. The patient has had a cholecystectomy in the past.
The patient is being treated with Bentyl and Phenergan at this time and, if it is not improved, would need to go to the hospital to get evaluated, but she has refused to go to the hospital at this time. As far as her COPD is concerned, she has pulmonary hypertension, cor pulmonale, pedal edema, and obesity. She also has ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, she is in bed at all times.
Today’s O2 sat was at 92% with a pulse of 110. Blood pressure was elevated at 170/106.

She has a KPS score of 40%. Given the natural progression of her COPD, she most likely has less than six months to live.
The patient is obese, most likely has sleep apnea and also has issues with shortness of breath with any type of activity including conversation.
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
