CHIEF COMPLAINT: “It hurts when I pee.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Wright is a 54-year-old gentleman comes in today with what appears to be symptoms of urinary tract infection. He has had a history of BPH, vertigo, palpitation and a family history of stroke that is concerning.
He is not having any issues. His wife just had urinary tract infection. I told him that what she has is not contagious. His specific gravity is 1.025, blood 2+, protein 2+, positive nitrites, and positive leukocytes consistent with urinary tract infection.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had gastric sleeve surgery done that was over 10 years ago, he has lost tremendous amount of weight, but he is able to maintain his weight.
MEDICATIONS: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Married 32 years. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is an avid pickleball player.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of COVID, with rheumatoid arthritis. Father with history of heart disease and myocardial infarction.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 167 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 20. Pulse 66. Blood pressure 122/75.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The abdominal exam is totally negative.

2. UTI.

3. UA noted.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Macrobid one tablet b.i.d.

6. Ultrasound of the abdomen shows no abnormality.

7. He does not have any right-sided tenderness requiring CT scan.

8. Mild fatty liver.

9. Carotid stenosis minimal with family history of stroke.

10. He has had some issues with leg pain and arm pain which is negligible, multifactorial.

11. He works as a construction inspector. He does a lot of walking during the day and a lot of physical activity.

12. Because of the history of palpitation in the past, echocardiogram was done which was within normal limits.

13. BPH mild noted.

14. I do not believe the patient’s symptoms are related to prostatitis. It definitely looks like urinary tract infection.

15. Bladder looks good. I do not see any bladder masses or any other concern.
16. The patient tolerated the procedure well as well as the Rocephin.

17. Blood work was obtained which includes PSA. We will call the patient with the results in the next few days.
