CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 55-year-old African American female with abnormal EKG.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 55-year-old female who reportedly has a history of abnormal EKG. She stated that she had been referred for exercise treadmill testing which demonstrated hypotensive blood pressure response. She was then referred for echocardiogram; the results of which are not available. She was subsequently referred for cardiovascular evaluation. She reports occasional flutter, but no chest pain. Symptoms are not provoked. She has no dyspnea.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: 

1. C-section.
2. Bilateral carpal tunnel syndrome.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of atherosclerosis. Mother died with pancreatic disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She reports occasional THC. She has prior history of crack and alcohol use, but denies current use. She denies cigarette smoking.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Eyes: She wears reading glasses, otherwise unremarkable.

Respiratory: She has had bronchitis.

Neurologic: She has had headache.

Psychiatric: She has nervousness, depression, insomnia, and anxiety.

Hematologic: She notes easy bruising and easy bleeding.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a moderately obese female who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/80, pulse 55, respiratory rate 20, height 63”, and weight 194.2 pounds.

Musculoskeletal: There is tenderness of the knees bilaterally. 
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 62 beats per minute, nonspecific T-wave abnormalities.

IMPRESSION: This is a 55-year-old female with a history of borderline ECG. She reportedly had an abnormal response to exercise testing. She has had echocardiogram performed, but data not available at this time. 
PLAN: I will attempt to obtain echocardiogram and stress testing results. Further recommendation pending stress test results and echocardiogram.
