Dear Dr. Ghotra:

Thank you for referring Ms. Lillie Robinson for Infectious Disease evaluation.
As you know, the patient recently had positive serology for hepatitis B exposure.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has no significant past medical history. Denies any history of jaundice and has no significant travel history. She denies any current symptoms such as fever, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, diarrhea, change in bowel habits or jaundice.
The patient is 45 years old. She has history of four C-sections as well as hysterectomy. The patient does have history of blood transfusion in 2022.

MEDICATIONS: The only medication is levothyroxine for hypothyroidism diagnosed by her primary care doctor.

ALLERGIES: The patient has no known allergies to medications.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for cancer in her grandparents.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Reveals well-nourished and well-developed female, awake, alert, and oriented x 3, no acute distress.
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VITAL SIGNS: Height 5’4”. Weight 226 pounds. Temperature 97.5. Pulse 62 and regular. Respiratory rate 18. Blood pressure 130/70.
HEENT: Head is normocephalic and atraumatic. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular motions intact.

NECK: Supple. No JVD. No thyromegaly. No bruits.

CHEST: Symmetrical expansion bilaterally. Equal air entry. No rhonchi. No rales.

HEART: S1 and S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs, rubs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No masses. No guarding. No rebound. No tenderness. No organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: Revealed no cyanosis, no clubbing, no edema, and no deformities.
NEUROLOGICAL: Intact. No focal neurological deficits. Cranial nerves II through XII intact. Deep tendon reflexes within normal limits.
SKIN: Skin turgor is fair. No lesions.

GENITALIA: Deferred.

LABS: Labs revealed hepatitis B core antibody positive. Hepatitis B surface antibody positive.
IMPRESSION: Hepatitis B exposure, etiology unclear. The patient has evidently already been vaccinated and surface antigen is negative. There are no current indications for antiviral therapy. The patient has been advised to follow up with her primary care doctor. Additional testing including STD panel will be done, any abnormalities will be forwarded to your attention.
Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
