Dennis Kurzawa continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

He has been on the insulin pump for some years now and has recently been transitioned to the ILet pump, AI directed.

His overall control is satisfactory at this time.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.2%, indicating excellent control overall.

He does not appear to have microvascular complications from the diabetes.

Current Medications: Include pravastatin, Toprol, and losartan.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, weight 228 pounds, blood pressure 142/64, and BMI is 32. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, insulin pump therapy, background retinopathy, and hyperlipidemia.

Modifications were made to the insulin program as he continues on the pump.

He follows his primary care physician who organizes his routine lab test.
