CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of dizziness.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient could not come to the clinic and this is tele, audio only. The patient stated that the dizziness started few days ago and it is less now; however, the patient has lightheadedness sometimes and his blood pressure systolic was as low as 92 with normal heart rate. The patient has extensive evaluation and was released after he finished rehabilitation. The patient described no chest pain or shortness of breath. There is no nausea or vomiting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, headache, ear pain, sore throat, exposure to infections or allergies, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or focal weakness.

OBJECTIVE: Not performed.
ASSESSMENT: Dizziness.

PLAN:
1. Stop losartan.

2. Return to clinic in 8 to 10 days.

3. Hold metoprolol if systolic blood pressure is less than 110.
I had a long discussion with the patient and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction. He verbalized full understanding.
The patient was notified if the condition worsens, call paramedics and go to the nearest emergency room.
