CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of headache, snoring, and sharp chest pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has headache on and off and was associated with throbbing. The patient then had palpitation after that the patient took Tylenol without much relief. Recently the patient had eye examination. He does not know if he has glaucoma or not.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
