CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she is in good health and does her chores every day and the patient follows with cardiologist regularly.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, leg swelling, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

ALLERGIES: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 5,000 units once a day.

The patient has a history of gastritis and she is on famotidine 40 mg one hour before meals once a day.
The patient has history of iron deficiency and she is on ferrous sulfate 325 mg tablet one tablet daily and the patient has a history of hypertension and she is on metoprolol 25 mg one tablet by mouth every day along with low-salt diet.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has coronary artery stent placement.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father had hypertension and passed away.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and updated.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a widow and she works as a clerk. The patient has four adult children.

The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient does stretching exercise daily.
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OBJECTIVE:
